Meeting Purpose:  October meeting debrief, hear the Treasurer’s report, hear from the Program Chair (including plans for the December meeting, off-cycle meetings and ideas, and January meeting ideas), hear from the Secretary/Webmaster (updates and other topics), discuss new business and the date for the next officer meeting
I.
Fee Changes, Meeting Rules, and Potential Bylaw Revision
The committee decided that fees for students would remain the same ($15 to attend one meeting / $15 to become a member), but that the one-time meeting fee for professional attendees would be raised to $25 (the $35 Professional Membership fee will remain the same).  Our featured speakers will be allowed to bring 2 guests for free.  Host organizations will be asked to donate catering for future meetings.  The officers proposed to revise the requirements for Professional Membership, as stated in the Bylaws, (see “Membership” in the Bylaws, section 1) to read “Professional members must have a master’s or doctorate in I/O or related fields or be employed in a related occupation.”  The membership will vote on this at the next meeting. Ballots will be filled out by Professional Members upon sign-in.
II.
Meeting Documentation Enhancement Proposal

The officers would like to get a student volunteer to take notes during membership meetings, write and post a short blog reporting on the meeting, and provide meeting pictures to be posted on the website.
III.
Treasurer’s Report and Plan to Boost Membership
Officers reviewed SDIOP’s financial report and discussed items of interest.  SDIOP will soon be paying a one-time fee to become classified as exempt.  SDIOP currently has 29 active members.  Member recruitment was discussed.  Responsibilities to move this forward were delegated.
IV.
Secretary/Webmaster Report and Website Revamp Decision


Officers discussed which web projects are current priorities.  Taylor and Angelina proposed a vendor to help revamp the website (e.g., to improve member usability and convenience).  Decision made to wait to revamp the website until January because current focus will be placed on recruiting new members.  Tasks delegated to clean up the membership email list.
V.
The Program and New Business


Next program scheduled for December 4th at Alliant (tentative topic: measuring inclusion).  Proposal from David that the incoming president of SDIOP will have first option to speak at the first meeting of each year (September).  Decision that the last responsibility of officers each year will be to plan the first meeting of the following year.  Discussed additional ideas (i.e., off-cycle socials, fun run, partner with other groups for a multi-group meeting down the line, and arrange for officers of SDIOP to meet with officers of other local groups and swap ideas).  SDIOP social will be scheduled for November.  Future speakers, topics and locations were suggested.  Desire to give something tangible to the members upon joining.  Task delegated.
VI.
Officer Reports
A. Past President:  Steve will remove the non-I/O group members on LinkedIn to avoid extending membership to “mass linkers.”  Steve has also been in communication with the contact from TIP (see previous meeting minutes for more information).  Steve will send his membership recruitment piece to Bernardo by November 5th.
B. President:  Bernardo will find emails of all I/O Psychologists in the San Diego area. By November 5th, Bernardo will receive Steve’s piece to edit and then by November 11th Bernardo will send out (through email and LinkedIn) a communication with a description of our group and a link to the SDIOP Join page (will be sent to the San Diego area I/O psy leads and to professors and students at Alliant and SDSU).  He will also look into the mentoring program request.
C. Program Chair:  David will mention the Bylaw revision vote in the next meeting evite.  David will post a request for a student volunteer blogger/photographer for the SDIOP LinkedIn group.  David will initiate a casual social for November (for SDIOP members, but not paid for by SDIOP) by posting an invite on LinkedIn.  He will also send out the evite for the December meeting in early November.
D. Treasurer:  Angelina will send an email requesting bounced emails.  A document will be created to which officers will add notes.  These notes will help us determine whether to keep, delete, or archive member email addresses.  Angelina will be in charge of coordinating sign-in.  She will also work with Taylor to come up with something tangible to give new members.
E. Secretary/Webmaster:  Taylor will engage Arya in upcoming web projects.  She will look into linking the website to a photo gallery page.  Taylor will write 2-3 sales-pitchy paragraphs to draw people in to the organization (to be posted on the Join page of the website, which we would like to jazz-up . . . a link to the Join page will be in the email Bernardo is sending).  She will send this out to the other officers with enough time for it to be posted on the website by November 9th (including feedback loops).  Taylor will work with Angelina to come up with something tangible to give new members.
